Using the Merge Pages feature of Integration Designer 11 / Apex
You may be tempted to modify the project included with the template files, but there is a much easier way to get all of the pages you require for a given resolution, and it works just like the built in Page Wizard.

(Example) – Start a brand new project in ID11 / Apex (KX7 used for this walk through), then add your processor of choice, a room and an empty remote / phone / tablet project.

Now click on the Home tab in the Workspace area, and select “Merge Pages”. When the window pops up, select “another system file”
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After you click OK, you will need to show ID, where the matching resolution template file (7 Series for KX7 etc…) is located on your computer.  The template file you are trying to merge pages from cannot be open in Apex when you perform this step or the window will instantly close. 
Once you locate the correct template file and double click on it, a new window will appear with only the device / resolution that matches the one you are currently working with. If you are working with a KX7, you will only see the KX7 in the list etc…
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Click on the device to highlight it, then click OK. You will now see a list of every page in the master template file. Simply click all the pages you want to import, and select OK
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All of the pages you selected will now import themselves into your new project.
